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that whether you were on our team or not, you helped us. No names needed. Our
team was filled with special people who were motivated by our advocacy, or who pro-
vided their own voices to our cause. The people who came to our rescue were not
hand picked by us through interview or our design. They were the folks on duty when
we called for help. Like the fire department, or ambulance squad, you answered.
Second, | think it is important to say we know of your value because in your absence,
we feel a hole. Our boy has turned three, aged out of your services, and we have
moved into a new world. A world that would benefit greatly by your example, and
with any persistence, will. Anonymity in this acknowledgment preserves our new del-
icate relationship with a school system that now provides (or tries to provide) for our
son. They cannot be our adversaries at the same time we place our boy in their care
and services. Our advocacy has met their politics. To affect his outcome, we now (all)
must fight for change in policy.

For us, as parents, and for you as members of this team (crusade), our quest is for
developmental interventions with meaning for each child in time to support them on
the steps to the schoolhouse on the first day of kindergarten. Our new experiences
with cafeteria style services (where you get what you want as long as it's what is
being served) contrasts sharply in your favor. Your strong work needs to spill forward,
and that may be another day. But for now, we look back thankfully, to the people
who shined the light on our path, and found promise in our boy; the center of our
universe.

What is the Family,
Infant and Toddler
Program (FITP?)

A statewide family-centered
system of early intervention for
children from birth to three
who have or may have a
condition leading to a delay
in development.

FITP is a national, federally
mandated program available to
all children and families who
need it. It is paid for through
federal and state funds and
through billing to private
insurance or Medicaid.

What Research Tells Us About Early
Intervention:

¢ Results of The Early Intervention Collaborative Study
showed that, despite the great variability of child
and family function and of the types and extent of
services offered, most young children in early
intervention programs improved in all domains
of functioning.

¢ Evidence also exists in support of early intervention
for children who are at risk due to low birthweight
or prematurity. For example, the largest and most
comprehensive of these studies showed that low-
birthweight children participating in a three-year
intervention program scored 10 points higher on
standardized tests of intelligence than similar
children who did not participate in the program
(Infant Health and Development Program, 1990).

o [t is likely to be more effective and less costly to
create the right early child development conditions
than to address problems at a later age (Center on
the Developing Child at Harvard University).

* Policy initiatives that promote supportive and rich
learning opportunities for young children create a
strong foundation for higher school achievement
followed by greater productivity in the workplace
and solid citizenship in the community (Center on
the Developing Child at Harvard University).

How Many Children and
Families are Served in VT?

Last fiscal year (7/06-6/07)
program staff around the state
responded to 1,364 referrals,
which resulted in a total of 734
children being served.

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Improving Service Coordination

In his January 2008 Budget Address to the Legislature, Governor Jim Douglas announced a new initiative
to better integrate services for children with special needs. The Governor noted that children with disabilities
and their families receive services from as many as five different departments, and yet often needs are not
met. This, of course, is not news to families of Vermont children with special needs.

For many years, families have reported difficulties accessing services, lack of case management or multi-
ple, ineffective, case managers, lack of coordination between school and health programs, and more. These
issues have been conveyed by families identified by Parent to Parent in testimony to the Legislature, Parent to
Parent discussion groups, surveys, and other public forums. Parent to Parent has also been working with the
Agency of Human Services, the Legislature, and with partners from the Vermont Coalition of Disability Rights
to convey these challenges.

The Agency of Human Services has acknowledged the need for comprehensive, coordinated case man-
agement that ideally would include services provided in schools. The Agency also acknowleges the importance
of flexibility in funding, and will work to blend funding sources so that services can be tailored to the needs
of individual children and their families. Sue Schmidt, a former Field Services Director from Addison County,
will work for the Agency to coordinate the initiative. Sue has promised to include families and stakeholders in
the process, and early discussions are encouraging.

Early Childhood Day

Over 180 early childhood advocates descended upon
the state capitol in March to bring home the message to
legislators that Vermont’s current and future prosperity
lies with the healthy development of its youngest citizens.

Speaker of the House Gaye Symington opened the day
with remarks to advocates. “ Your appearance here mat-
ters. To make a difference in this state we need to be indi-
viduals talking to individuals." Rep. Symington also noted
how access to reliable, affordable childcare is one of the
top issues facing Vermonters from a variety of sectors.
“When | hear the same issues are facing Vermont business
and families | know we need to be listening."

During interactions between participants and legisla-
tors, many advocates stressed that the early years of life
matter because early experiences affect a child’s brain
architecture. As it emerges, the quality of that architecture
establishes either a sturdy or a fragile foundation for all of
the development and behavior that follow. “Certainly, giving our children a sound start during their early
years is easier and less costly than trying to make repairs later,” stated Ann Dillenbeck, Director of the
Building Bright Futures Council in Chittenden County.

This year's event was the 14th Annual Early Childhood Day at the Legislature, which offers participants
an opportunity to speak with lawmakers, talk about policy issues, discuss funding concerns and learn more
about public policy solutions to complex challenges facing Vermont young children and their families.
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Oral Health Care: Why is it Important for Children
and Adolescents with Special Health Care Needs?

Oral health care is
the most prevalent
unmet health care need
for U.S. children and
adolescents with and
without special health
care needs (SHCN). Yet
children and adolescents
with SHCN are almost
twice as likely to have

- unmet oral health care
needs as their peers without special needs.

For many families, regular preventative health
care, such as oral health care, may take a backseat
to more urgent and chronic issues. Frankly, how
critical does it seem to set up a cleaning every six
months when your child is in and out of the
hospital for procedures and has multiple therapies
each week?

Add to this other barriers to oral care
beyond a family’s control:

e Lack of specially trained dentists to successfully
manage care for children and adolescents
with SHCN.

e Fewer than 1 in 10 dentists regularly provide
care for children or adolescents with cerebral
palsy or developmental disabilities or who are
medically fragile.

* The behavioral challenges associated with
many children or adolescents with SHCN are
often sited as the reason for discomfort or
unwillingness to provide care.

* Challenges finding a dentist accepting new
Medicaid patients. This is probably the most
challenging reason for lack of dental care.
Efforts are underway to increase the number
of dentists accepting Medicaid in Vermont.

Nothing to Smile About

With all these barriers, it is no wonder so many
children and adolescents with SHCN do not receive
oral health care. Yet oral diseases may have an
especially devastating impact on the health of these
children. Children and adolescents with certain
cardiac conditions or compromised immune systems
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can be particularly vulnerable to the effects of oral
diseases.

Just as poor oral health can contribute to poor
physical health, the opposite is true. General health
impairments may adversely affect oral health.
Craniofacial syndromes can signficantly impact oral
development. Special medications or diets can lead
to tooth decay, and excessive tooth grinding some-
times associated with self-stimulating behaviors can
cause uneven or irregular wear of teeth.

Poor dental hygiene can and does lead to chal-
lenges in speech development, expressiveness and
nutrition for children. Finally, the consequences of
poor dental care can lead to long term negative
impact on self-esteem.

Opportunities

It is critical for families to know that all children
and adolescents enrolled in Medicaid are entitled to
comprehensive dental care through EPSDT (Early
and Periodic Screening, Diagnosis and Treatment).
Many general dentists and dentists who participate
in Medicaid may be more likely to provide care for
children and youth with SHCN (https://www.vtmed
icaid.com/secure/providerLookUp.do).

The recent push for the establishment of
medical homes for children and adolescents with
SHCN has expanded to include dental homes. The
Vermont Department of Health has several estab-
lished programs working to improve children’s
access to good dental information including the
school based flouride rinse program, Smile
Vermont program, and the Tooth Tutor program
(http://healthvermont.gov/family/dental/services.aspx).

It Rests with the Family

Ultimately, the responsibility for ensuring that a
child or adolescent with special health care needs
gets the dental care they need rests with their par-
ents or guardians. Resources for finding a dentist
are available through Medicaid; the Vermont
Department of Health can provide education mate-
rials for parents; and the Special Olympics Special
Smiles program is a community based program
created to help increase public awareness about the
need for comprehensive oral care for children and
adolescents with SHCN (www.specialolympics.org).

Remember that “you’re never fully dressed
without a smile!”



Parent to Parent has
been awarded two grants
from the Vermont
Developmental Disabilities
Council. Both grants will
enable us to develop exper-
tise on developmental dis-
abilities services and will put
us in the position of being
able to provide knowledge-
able, impartial information, referral
and assistance to families, individuals
and professionals across the state. We
will also be working on building a
statewide network that will connect
families to each other, provide sup-
port, and enable people to strategize
and advocate on public policy issues.

Through the generous support of
these three-year grants, Parent to
Parent was able to augment our staff
and expand our services to include a
much needed specialty around devel-
opmental disabilities services in the
state of Vermont. Jan Hancock, a
Senior Family Support Consultant will
take a lead role in providing outreach
throughout the state, helping to
strengthen the statewide network of
families, individuals
and professionals
who work with
them. Lauren Ware,
a new addition to
the Family Support
team and based in
the Hardwick area,
will be training over
the next few months
to become our
Developmental
Disabilities Specialist
and resource for the
state. Lauren, as
well as being a par-
ent of a child with
developmental dis-
abilities, is a talent-
ed writer and
researcher who will
